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Minutes 

Welcome by Maryanne Daniel of U.S. DOE Mid-Atlantic Regional Office who were the hosts for the meeting.  Maryanne updated the group on the mission of the Mid Atlantic Regional Office.  Maryanne also discussed the Renewable Energy and Energy Efficiency Program: Farm Bill Section 9006 and the awards for 2004.  
Thurman Brendlinger led the group introductions and briefly reviewed the developments from the last meeting.  

Kerry thanked our hosts and the group members for their participation in the Wind Working Group in this meeting.  He summarized the Energy Harvest grant awards soon to be announced.  In addition, Kerry talked about the Advanced Energy Portfolio Standard and the work of the Department around that measure. Lastly, he discussed the Governor and Secretary’s efforts to bring the Spanish wind company Gamesa Energy to Pennsylvania.  
Joe Kerecman of PJM discussed recent developments concerning Generator Attributes Tracking System for REC trading.  This system will be used for tracking in the Advanced Energy Portfolio Standard.  

Brian Lammers of Gamesa Energy USA discussed their entry into the wind market in Pennsylvania.  It includes a US headquarters in Philadelphia, PA and a manufacturing plant in an area of Pennsylvania still to be determined.  
Kerry Campbell reviewed the three committees formed for Wind Working Groups to reach the goals described by the plan.  1) Wind outreach 2) Wind development- wind farm project development and economic development and, 3) Advisory and Policy.
